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Sports Premium Report – 2016/17
What is the Sports Premium?

The Government is providing funding of £150 million per annum for the academic year 2016/17 to provide new, substantial primary school ‘sport funding’. This funding is being jointly provided by the departments for Education, Health and Culture, Media and Sport, and will see money going directly to primary school headteachers to spend on improving the quality of sport and PE for all their children.

The sport funding can only be spent on sport and PE provision in schools. The amount that St. Philip’s will receive for 2016/17 is £9285.
Purpose of funding

Schools will have to spend the sport funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, but they will have the freedom to choose how they do this.

Possible uses for the funding include:

· hiring specialist PE teachers or qualified sports coaches to work alongside primary teachers when teaching PE 

· new or additional Change4Life sport clubs 

· paying for professional development opportunities in PE/sport 

· providing cover to release primary teachers for professional development in PE/sport 

· running sport competitions, or increasing participation in the school games 

· buying quality assured professional development modules or materials for PE/sport 

· providing places for pupils on after school sport clubs and holiday clubs.

	Buying into existing local sports networks (ATSA)

Provide regular sports tournaments, festivals and competitions for pupils of all ages

Providing pupils who are gifted and talented in sport with expert, intensive coaching and support

Increasing participation in school sport competitions.


	School pays an annual fee (£150) into the local sports network Atherton and Tyldesley Sports Association) which provides not just sporting competitions across all year groups, but also some teaching and learning sessions (34 sporting events for children and staff in 2016/17). 

Some events will require extra funding, however, wherever possible ATSA seeks to source local funding or raise funds at actual events to offset costs. 

Gifted and Talented pupils are provided with expert, intensive support via a ‘sports psychology’ session that is provided by ATSA. There is also a sports weekend residential for gifted and talented children.

The total contribution school pays to ATSA for 2016/17 (including £150 annual fee, Mini-Whistlers course run by Lancashire FA, Sports weekend contribution and sports psychology) is £963
